
Zambia RBF Data Read Me:

This file offers a brief overview of the datasets provided by The World Bank related to the Zambia RBF study conducted between 2010 and 2014. Apart from the community level data, all of the datasets provided here were restricted to observations available both at endline and baseline, as well as units within treatment or control districts.


Household Data:

	The main household dataset - main_hh.dta - has 35,611 observations in it, 16,569 from baseline and 19,042 from endline. Each observation represents one member belonging to a household that had at least one woman in that household who had a live birth in the previous 2 years in either baseline or endline, with unique observations identified by period, prov, clid, hhid, hhn and mid. 

There are several other datasets within the household subfolders of the baseline/endline folders, each of which has a slightly different format corresponding to their data entry format on the questionnaire. These are named appropriately to correspond with the questionnaire and have easily identifiable codes to reformat / merge with the main dataset.


2. Community Data:

	The main community dataset is “com_amend.dta” and represents the majority of responses from a community spokesperson to the community questionnaire. Its 301 observations are unique at the prov / clid level. The remainder of the files in this folder have different formats and observational levels corresponding to their respective ID variables, which are easily discernible from the questionnaire as well. Note that the community data was collected at endline only. There’s another dataset - “comm_nearest_hf.dta” - which identifies the health facilities closest to each community. The variable “comm_hf” indicates the closest health facility for that community, and “comm_hf_in_dist” indicates the closest health facility for that community that’s within the same district as that community. These are not always the same.


3. Facility Data:

	Up to 132 health facilities within treatment districts were interviewed at endline for at least one questionnaire module, with a smaller set of these (112) being interviewed at baseline as well. The main observational unit for these datasets is the health facility itself, though this changes for specific parts of the questionnaires.
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
