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Preface

Household Income and Expenditure Survey 1995/96 was conducted by the Department of
Census and Statistics under the National Household Sample Survey program. This survey is the fourth in
the series of income & expenditure surveys conducted once in every five years. As there are few areas in
the Northern and Eastern provinces, which are not conducive for this type of survey operation, these two
provinces were not covered in this survey.

This survey was done in twelve monthly rounds and was conducted during the period from
November 1995 to October 1996 and covered a sample of21220 housing units. The sample was equally
allocated among 12 months to capture the seasonal variation of income and expenditure values of the
households. This report is mainly focussed on income and expenditure information of the households at
district level.

Information given in this report will supersede the information published in earlier publications
of this survey.

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Summary

Some important indicators on household income and expenditure as estimated based on the
Household Income and Expenditure survey conducted in 1995/96 are given below.

Household Income

• Average household income per month is reported to be Rs. 6476 and median household income is
Rs. 3793 per month.

• The highest mean household income per month (Rs. 11240) is reported from the urban sector and the
lowest (Rs.4059) is reported from the estate sector.

• Poorest 20 percent of the households in the island have received only 5.4 percent of the total income
received by all the households, while the richest 20 percent of the households have received 50.3
percent of the total household income.

• Gini coefficient of the household income indicates the inequality of income distribution. Gini
coefficient for household income is reported to be 0.46 11t the national level.

• Of all the 3 sectors inequality of income distribution is highest in the urban sector.
• Average monthly household income of all provinces except Western province take·values below the

national figure. This implies that the national figure of the "average household income is highly
influenced by the Western province figure.

Per capita income

• Average per capita monthly income is reported to be Rs.1442. <

• Average per capita monthly income of the lowest per capita income decile is reported to be Rs 335
and for the highest decile it is Rs.5446.

Income receiver's income

• Average monthly income per income receiver is Rs.3367 for the island.
• Average income of an income receiver in the urban sector is estimated to be Rs.5662 per month

while the average income of an income receiver in the estate sector is received only Rs.1923 per
month.

Benefits from Food-stamps/Janasaviya or Samurdhi programs

• The survey results reveal that 39 percent of the households in the island have received benefits from
Food-stamps/Janasaviya or Samurdhi programs. Of all the households in Hambantota district 64.8
percent were reported to be in receipt of these benefits. This is the highest percentage reported by a
district.

• 34.4 percent of the households in the lowest income group (i.e. monthly income less than Rs.1821)
have reported that they have not received the benefits from Food-stamps/Janasaviya or Samurdhi
program while 38.2 percent of the households in the income group of Rs.4442 to Rs 5296 have
reported that they are in receipt of these benefits.
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Household expenditure

•. Average monthly household expenditure is reported to be Rs.6525 (average household size being 4.5
persons).

• The highest monthly average household expenditure (Rs.I0744) is reported from the urban sector
while the lowest (Rs.4587) is reported from the estate sector.

• Of the total household expenditure, 54.4 percent is spent on food & drinks (non-alcoholic).
• The average consumption of rice is reported to be 38 kg per month per household.
• The average consumption ofbread is reported to be 12.5 kg per month per household.
• Households in the lower income deciles spend a considerable percentage of their income on liquor,

drugs and tobacco. This percentage is about 11 percent in the lowest household income decile.
• Expenditure on housing is highest among the major non-food expenditure groups for all the districts

and it is 30 percent of the total expenditure on non-food items at national level perhollsehold.

1. Survey Methodology

1.1 Introduction

This survey is the eighth in the series of surveys conducted by the Department of C-ensus and
Statistics under the National Household Survey Program. Income and Expenditure Survey is conducted
once in every 5 years time and this is the 4th in this series. The survey was conducted during the period
from November 1995 to October 1996 in twelve monthly rounds to capture the seasonal variation of the
income and expenditure pattern of the households.

. This survey provides comprehensive information on household income, individual income,
household expenditure, per capita expenditure etc. which are required to study the living conditions and
nutritional status of the different segments ofpopulation.

1.2 Sample Design

A multi-stage stratified random sample design was used in this survey. Sectors of the district are

the domains for stratification. Master sample frame prepared for Demographic Survey 1994 was used in

this survey. There were about 4000 Primary Sampling Units (PSUs) in this frame. From this frame,

sample of 1061 PSU's were drawn for Income and Expenditure Survey 1995/96. From each sampled

PSU, 20 numbers of housing units (final sampling units) were drawn to reach a sample of 21,220

housing units. Therefore the weighting factors calculated for Income and Expenditure Survey 1995/96

were based on the corresponding factors of the Demographi~ Survey 1994.

1.3 Sample allocation

The district and sector allocation of the number of housing units to be surveyed was done
proportionate to the square root of the total number of housing units in the district and sector. However
selected areas under the urban sector of Colombo district and Gampaha district were over sampled to
obtain a better representative sample to obtain weighting factors for computation of Consumer Price
Indices.

The following table (Table 1.1) denotes the distribution of the total number of 21220 of housing
units among the 17 districts and selected urban areas, which were over sampled.

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2. Income

2.1 Household Income

The household income include both the income in cash atl:d in kind.· Collecting of information on
individual and household income is a difficult task. To obtain more accurate data on income, the
schedule was divided in to two major parts comprising seven sub sections (See appendix for
questionnaire). Using these information, the average monthly household income, per capita income and
income receiver's income have been calculated.

The first publication on this survey titled "Preliminary report" was released using the data based on
first six rounds of the survey. The present publication is based on all 12 rounds of the survey and the
results given in this publication will supersede all previous results of the survey so far published.

According to Table 2.1, Average monthly household income per month is Rs. 6476 and the median
household income is Rs. 3793.When comparing the income shares (ratio of income received by a
particular group to total income), in Urban sector, poorest 40 percent of households receive only- 14.3
percent of total income. In Estate sector, poorest 40 percent of households receive 22.5 percent of the
total income.

The highest mean income is reported from Urban Sector and the lowest is from Estate Sector.

Household: A household may be a one-person household or a multi person household. A One-
person household is a unit where a person lives by himself and makes separate provision for his.
food (~ither cooking the food himself or purchasing). A Multi person household is a group of
two or more persons who live together and have a common arrangement for cooking and partaking
food. Boarders and lodgers who share the meals or housing facilities with other members of the
household are also considered as members of that household.

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Gini co-efficient of household income indicates the inequality of income distribution. The Gini
coefficients of Urban and Estate sectors are 0.47 and 0.34 respectively. This implies that income
disparity in Estate Sector is the lowest among all sectors. This is due to the uniform pattern of cash
income receipt in the estate sector.

Table 2.2 gives the income statistics for Districts and Provinces. The highest lTlean household
income is reported for Colombo district while the lowest is reported for Badulla district. District
variation of median household income reveals that 50 percent of the households in Colombo district
receive less than Rs. 6674 per month per household while in Badulla district 50 percent of the
households receive less than Rs. 2430 per month per household. The mean incomes of all the districts
except for districts in the Western province are less than that of the national level.

Rural sector: Residential areas, which do not belong to Urban sector or Estate sector, are considered
as Rural sector.

Sri Lanka - 1995/96
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Poorest 40 percent of the households receives 15.2 percent of total household income at national
level. Poorest 40 percent households of the Nuwara Eliya district, receive 22.9 percent of total
household income within the district. The lowest Gini Co-efficient of household income also reported
from Nuwara Eliya District.

Household income deciles: Income deciles are income groups whose boundaries are defined as to
get 10 percent of the total number of households fallen into each group, after arrange all the
households in ascending order ofhousehold income.

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If all the households in the island are arranged in ascending order of the household income and
divide them in to 10 groups, in such away that equal number of households will lie in each group, 26.4
percent of urban households was found to be in the 10th group (i.e. highest income decile at all island
level). These households receive 59.1 percent of the total household income of urban sector. Majority
of the households in Urban Sector falls in highest All island household income decile. For Rural Sector,
majority of the households falls in the lowest household income decile and for the Estate sector,
majority of the households falls in middle income deciles (Table 2.3).

The average household size in Sri Lanka is 4.5 persons and it decreases with the increase of
percapita income. The highest household size, 5.2 persons is'reported in 15t decile which receives the
lowest average percapita income ofRs.334 per month while the highest percapita income decile reported
the lowest averag~ household size (3.7 persons) with the average percapita income of Rs.5499 per
month.

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2.3 Income receivers income

According to definitions used in the survey, an income receiver may be an income earner or an
income obtainer from assets or donations from other persons or institutes. Table 2.5 shows that the
average monthly income per income receiver is Rs. 3367. The highest average income for receiver is
reported from Urban sector which was Rs. 5662, while the lowest, Rs.1923 is reported from Estate
sector.

The poorest 40 percent of the income receivers in the island receive only 11.1 percent of the total
income. Poorest 40 percent of the income receivers in Estate sector receive the highest share of income
in that sector, i.e. 21.7 percent, which is almost twice as that of the corresponding percentage reported in
the Rural sector. The Gini Co-efficient of income receiver's income for Estate Sector is the lowest
among sectors. This implies that the inequality of income receivers income comparatively low in Estate
Sector.

Table 2.6 shows the district variation of income receivers income. The highest average income of
income receiver is reported from Colombo district and the lowest is reported from Badulla district. An
income receiver in Colombo district receives as an average 2.8 times the average income received by a
person in Badulla district. The highest.share of the income received by poorest 40 percent of the income
receivers is from Nuwara Eliya district.

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2.4 Food stamps/ Janasaviyal Samurdhi recipient households

T.able 2.7 shov/s the statistics of Food stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi recipient households by
household income decile. In the lowest income decile, only 65.6 percent of households receive Food
stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi. As expected, in the higher income deciles, the percentage of Food
stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi recipient households gradually decreases. However, even in the richest
10 percent of the households, about 4.8 percent ofhouseholds have stated that they receive Food stamps/
Janasaviya/ Samurdhi benefits.

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The column 5 of the Table 2.7 gives the average monthly income ofhouseholds that receives Food
stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi. It shows that4.8 percent of households in the richest decile, with an
average income ofRs. 16495, is also receiving Food stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi. However the Food
stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi recipient households in the poorest decije receive only an average income
of Rs. 1288 per month. Column 6 of the table gives the percentages of income received from Food
stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi to total income of each decile. ' The share of income from the Food
stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi for poorest 10 percent of the households is 25 percent while the
percentage share of the richest decile ,is 2.4 percent.

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It is seen that 34.6 percent of the households in the lowest household income decile do not receive
Food stamps/ Janasaviya/ Samurdhi, while 38.2 percent of the households in the 6th decile re<.;eive such
benefits. It is to be noted here that the average income of the households in the lowest household income
decile is Rs.1270 and in this group the individual household income does not exceed the value Rs. 1821.
The average household income of the households in the 6th decile is Rs.4836, and in this group the
lowest individual household income is Rs.4442. So it is very clear from this results that these benefits do
not reach the real target group while those who do not deserve such benefits are receiving such benefits.

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2.5 Source of income

Household income is received in two forms identified as Monetary income and Non-monetary
income. Income received in cash or as a fund" transfer is called Monetary income and may come from
different sources. Table 2.9 shows the values of monetary income and their main source by district and'
province. At national level Rs.5264 of the total income of Rs.6476 per household, is received as
monetary income out of which Rs.2988 is from Wages & Salaries, the largest source of income of the
households in Sri Lanka.

Non-monetary income of a household is the sum of estimated values of the gains received in goods
or services, if any, by the household. For example, the estimated rental value of an owner occupied

~

housing unit is computed as a Non-monetary iQcome and the same is a part of income of that particular
household.

The average non-mon~tary income of Sri Lanka is reported as Rs. 1212 per household per month.

Highest percentage of agricultural income to total income is reported from Monaragala district
followed by Polonnaruwa district while the lowest is reported from Colombo district. Non monetary
income of Sri Lanka is reported;as 18.7 percent of the total household income.
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3. Expenditure

3.1 Household Expenditure

The infonnation on household expenditure collected in this survey is divided into two main
groups, namely Expenditure on food and Expenditure on non-food. In the collection of food·
expenditure, the approach was to record the quantities and values of food items consumed during 7
consecutive days. For non-food expenditure reference periods varies from one month to twelve months,
depending on the item or service obtained. Using this i~fonnation, average values per household and
per person have been calculated.

The survey results reveal that average monthly household expenditure is Rs. 6525 (average
household size being 4.5 persons). Of this average expenditure Rs. ·3552 accounts for 'Food and Drink'
and Rs. 2973 for Non-food.

According to Table 3.1, Estate sector has reported the highest food ratio (69.1 percent) and the
lowest monthly household expenditure (Rs.4587).

Table 3.2 shows the district variation of Food ratio and Average monthly household expenditure.
The highest monthly household expenditure is reported from Colombo district, with the value of Rs.
10985 while the lowest, Rs. 4288 is reported from Monaragala district.

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The Food ratio is lowest in Colombo district while it is highest in Monaragala district. The
respective figures are 42.2 percent and 65.8 percent for the two districts. This does not imply that the
households .in Colombo district spend lesser amount of money for food than the households in
Monaragala district. The absolute value for food expenditure for a household in Colombo district is Rs.
4632 per month and the same for Monaragala district is Rs. 2821. '
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Food ratio indirectly indicates the development" of the area. Low food ratio indicates more room for
the household to spend on other essentials of living such as education, transport, electricity, telephone,
housing etc.. However the Table 3.3 shows that over 80 percent of the households have a Food ratio
higher than the national average of 54.4 percent and it is more than 50 percent for over 90 percent of the
households in Sri Lanka. The food ratio of the lowest expenditure 20 percent group of the households is
nearly 70 percent (Fig 3.2).

Table 3.5 shows the relationship between household income and household expenditure on food and
drink by household income deciles. The poorest 20 percent of the households have reported higher
expenditure on food and drink alone, than the income. Further more than 80 percent households spent
over 50 percent of their income on food & drink (Fig. 3.4).

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Consumption of Rice

The average consumption of rice is reported to be 38 kg per month per household consisting an
average of 4.5 persons. An average household in the lowest household expenditure group con~umes

19.1 kg while a household in the highest household expenditure group consumes 43.2 kg of rice per
month on the average.

Urban sector housepolds consume less quantity of rice compared in those in other two sectors.
Average urban sector household consumes 30.7 kg per month while those in rural and estate consume
39.2 kg and 37.9 kg respectively.

However, consumption of rice per household per month varies considerably among household
expenditure decile groups (Table 3.6). It is to be noted however here that when the consumption is
computed on a per capita basis, this difference may not be so considerable. The same fact could hold
true in the ~alysis of consumption data of the other 9 items as well.

Consumption of Bread

The average consumption of bread is reported to be 12.~kg per month per household. Households
in higher expenditure deciles consume more bread than those in lower expenditure deciles. In the highest
expenditure decile, 21.1 kg of bread per household per month is consumed while a household in lowest
expenditure decile consumes only 5.2 kg.

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Consumption of Sugar

The average consumption of sugar is reported to be 5.6 kg per month per household. The consumption
of sugar varies from 2.4 kg to 8.8 kg per household per month from the lowest expenditure group to the
highest expenditure group. Table 3.4 gives the household size for each group and sector. In urban
sector the lowest household decile has an average of 2.6 persons per household and the highest decile
has 5.5 persons per household. Hence percapita consumption of sugar for lowest expenditure decile is
913g per person per month while the same for the highest expenditure group is 1470g (Table 3.10).

Table 3.11 gives the expenditure values of some selected food items by household expenditure
deciles. For food items like rice, bread, onion, dhal (lentil), coconut oil and sugar etc., households in
highest expenditure decile spend 3 to 4 times the amount spent by the households in the lowest
expenditure decile. However for items like beef, chicken, fresh fish (large), cow milk, eggs, banana etc.,
households in highest expenditure group spend 10 to more than 30 times the amount spent by the
households in the lowest group do.

Households in lower income deciles, despite their poor income level, spend high percentage of their
income on Liquor, Drugs and Tobacco as shown in Fig 3.11. The highest percentage (11.2 percent) is'
from the lowest income decile, valued Rs. 141 per household per month and at national level it is Rs.219

.. per household per month. When the total number of households is considered, the total expenditure on
Liquor, Drugs and Tobacco is as high as Rs.750 million per month. However the actual value may be
much higher than this amount, as the expenditure of this nature is believed to be highly under reported
by the respondents.
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3.4 Non-Food Expenditure

Table 3.14 and 3.15 gives the average monthly expenditure on main non-food items and their
percentages to total non-food expenditure. Survey results revealed that the average non-food expenditure
per month per household is Rs. 2753. It is 45.6 percent of the total household expenditure. Of the total
non-food expenditure, the highest percentage, that is 30 percent or Rs. 825 in absolute terms, is
attributed for Housing which is followed by Transport and communication (Rs. 382).

It is to be noted here that imputed mont~ly rental value of an owner occupied housing unit is also
considered as an expenditure on Housing for the respective household.

According to the table 3.17, a marked difference of non-food expenditure is shown between the
highest percapita expenditure decile and the rest of the deciles. For instance, percapita expenditure for
one month on Housing for the highest percapita expenditure decile is Rs. 966 while it is only Rs. 30 for
the lowest percapita expenditure decile.

Table 3.18 shows the district variation of average monthly percapita expenditure on non-food
items. The highest percapita expenditure for one month is reported from Colombo district and the lowest
is reported from Monaragala district. . .

The distribution of the percapita non-food expenditure by major non-food expenditure groups
shows that the highest percapita expenditure on each and every group has also reported from Colombo
district. Among the provinces, Uva province which includes Badulla district and Monaragala district
reported the lowest percapita expenditure as a total on non-food· items and the lowest percapita
expenditure on each and every major non-food expenditure group except the group of Consumer
durables as well.

Expenditure on Housing is the highest among the major non-food expenditure groups in all the
districts and it is 30 percent to total expenditure on non-food items at national level per person per
month on average (Table 3.19).
