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thereafter, the National Integrated Household Survey

has been conducted and completed successfully.

Following the IHS, a series of Monitoring surveys are

expected to be conducted. All these surveys should

lead to not only building a sol id data-base for

planning purposes but also in creating a permanent

household survey capability in the Statistics

Department.
