Technical Notes

This Labor Force Survey (LFS) is a nationwide survey conducted quarterly by theaN8&tatistics Office (NSO). For this release,
the data being presented are based on the final results of the July 2012 round of the LFS.

The reference period used in the survey is the past seven days preceding the daté tifesesnumerator. The number of sample
households was 51,000.

The concepts and definitions used in the survey can be found in the regular NSO-Intagregdf3Households Bulletins. Some
are given below:

a. Labor Force — refers to the population 15 years old and over who contribute to thégoroflgctods and services in the
country. It comprises the employed and unemployed.

b. Employed — refers to persons in the labor force who are reported either as at vitbrla golwor business although not at
work. Persons at work are those who did some work, even for an hour during the reference period.

c. Unemployed — Starting April 2005, the new unemployment definition was adopted f@Ré¢Sa@ution Number 15 dated
October 20, 2004. As indicated in the said resolution, the unemployed include all persons ¥hgears and over as of their last
birthday and are reported as: (1) without work and currently available for work and seekingm{2) without work and currently
available for work but not seeking work for the following reasons:

c.1 Tired believed no work available

c.2 Awaiting results of previous application
c.3 Temporary illness/disability

c.4 Bad weather

¢.5 Waiting for rehire/job recall

d. Underemployed — refers to the employed persons who express the desire to have additiafialtiduirs their present job
or an additional job, or have a new job with longer working hours.

e. Labor Force Participation Rate (LFPR) — proportion of total labor force tmtahbousehold population 15 years and over.
f. Employment Rate — proportion of employed persons to the total labor force.

g. Unemployment Rate — proportion of unemployed persons to the total labor force.

h. Underemployment Rate — proportion of underemployed persons to total employed persons.

Starting with the July 2003 round, the LFS used the 2003 Master Sample Design. Usimasthissample design, the number of
sample households is around 50,000 households.

Starting with the January 2010 LFS round, a revised nomenclature on class of woradoptas. In the reports on previous rounds
of LFS, particularly in the statistical tables on employed persons by classlathe self-employed and employer in own family-
operated farm or business were classified as own-account workers. For tretagistieal table in this report, the term own-account
worker no longer appears as heading for employer and self-employed to avoid confusiomtérrihdonal Classification of Status
in Employment (ICSE), the term “own-account worker” is synonymous to the catesgdfremployed” in the Philippines LFS.

Starting January 2012 LFS, the codes for industry adopted the 2009 Philippines Standaral iGthsstification (PSIC). Prior to
this, codes for industry used the 1994 PSIC.

The 1992 four-digit code for Philippine Standard Occupational ClassificationQP8&s used in classifying occupation.

Starting in the January 2012 LFS, more detailed categories for highest gradetedrapéd in the 2010 Census of Population and
Housing (CPH) were also adopted.

Starting in the January 2012 LFS, a question on whether the household member is a gfradeateical vocational course was
asked for each person 15 years old or older.
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
