GYTS uses a global standardized methodology that includes a two-stage sample design with schools selected with a
probability proportional to enrollment size. The classes within selected schools are chosen randomly and all students in
selected classes are eligible to participate in the survey.

Eligible students in grades 7, 8 and 9, completed the survey, of which 1,964 were aged 13-15 years.

The overall response rate of all students surveyed was 55.7%.
